Install the CD

From the Main Menu, you can click the Addition
Start button to go right to the first problem. ;
You can also type in a problem number

to skip ahead to that problem, or click on
the name of a skill to take you to problems
based on that skill.

Click and drag stamps/manipulatives to add them to the work space. Once a
stamp has been added to the work space, it can be moved as needed. To delete
a stamp, drag it to the trash can.

large numbers, you may not wish to

have your students drag hundreds of stamps/manipulatives onto the work space.
For these kinds of problems you might need to be creative and have a stamp/
manipulative represent 10 or more items.

If you want to delete a stamp/manipulative, simply drag it to the trash can on the
lower-right section of the work space. A stamp/manipulative that is about to be
deleted will have a red highlight around it.

Click on the Pencil button to use the pencil. Click on the Color button to select
a color from the palette. (See Figure 6.) Use the pencil to draw or write directly
in the work space. If you make a mistake, click on the Eraser button to use the
eraser tool. The eraser will only erase pencil marks. It will not erase stamps/
manipulatives.

To remove all pencil marks from the work space, click on Clear Drawing. To start
over, click Reset Problem.
